Notovitch, a Russian explorer of the
1890s, once visited a Tibetan
monastery, where he heard of a “west-
ern Dalai Lama” who visited the region
2,000 years before. The author’s discov-
ery offers an intriguing account of
Christ’s life from the ages of 13 to 29,
when Jesus reputedly studied in Asia
among Buddhists. Originally dismissed,
Notovitch’s controversial study has
recently garnered widespread attention.
